1. Call to Order.  Jeremy Weir called the meeting to order at 10:05 a.m.

3. Approval of Previous Minutes: Jeremy Weir asked for questions, corrections or amendments to 
the minutes of the committee meeting held on September 1, 2009.  These minutes were 
distributed electronically prior to today’s meeting.  There being no questions or discussion, the 
minutes were unanimously approved as submitted.  (Status: Closed) 

   
4. Communications from Presiding Officer: None   

5. Report of Officers and/or Committees: None  

6. Old Business: 

a. Jackie Mitchell reported very positive feedback from three of 6 concerned citizens who were 
instrumental in prompting INDOT's study of SR 63/Barnhart Rd and the subsequent 
installation of advance warning signs and flashing beacons on SR 63 near the intersection 
last year. The citizens commented that they believed it was going to make a difference for 
drivers and were very appreciative of the responsiveness of the MPO and INDOT.  (Status: 
Closed)    

b. Ron Hinsenkamp reported that the Quarterly Project Reporting system, which was mandated 
by the Transportation Policy Committee (TPC), will be implemented in conjunction with the 
implementation of the new TIP.  The intent is to use a web-based system.  The MPO will 
provide additional guidance concerning implementation of the system at a later time.  (Status: 
Closed) 



c. Ron Hinsenkamp reported that the 2010 – 2013 INSTIP was published and approved in 
January and that MPO TIP projects for 2010 are included in the document.  He added the 
MPO is also working on the development of the new 2010 – 2013 TIP, and noted the financial 
analysis on page 3 of the agenda shows a balance in several funds.  CMAQ unplanned funds 
currently total $2.8 million, STP Group II funds $5.4 million, Jobs Bill Group II funds 
$408,234, Local Highway Safety Improvement funds $1.4 million, and STP Group IV funds, 
which will eventually roll over to construction of the Harlan Rd project, $36,000.  The MPO 
will be issuing Calls for Projects over the next few months to identify and select projects to be 
funded with these projected available balances.  A copy of the SFY 2010 – 2013 TIP 
Financial Analysis is included as Attachment 1 to these minutes. (Status: Closed) 

d. Ron Hinsenkamp reviewed and discussed the SFY 2010 – 2013 TIP Project Listing, which is 
included as Attachment 2 to these minutes.  He report the listing has been vetted by the city, 
county and INDOT, and that it should be forwarded to the Interagency Consultation Group 
(ICG) for review shortly.  It is unlikely the ICG will ask for a new air quality determination, 
since the new TIP is consistent with the determination that was made in conjunction with last 
year’s Long Range Transportation Plan Update.  Hopefully the new TIP will be posted for 
public comment around March 1st and it will be adopted by the TPC later that month.  (Status: 
Open – MPO) 

 
7. New Business: 

a. Larry Heil reminded the committee that JOBS BILL projects are projected to be funded at 
100% and to stay with the process of getting projects ready.  Expanding on this, Ron 
Hinsenkamp drew attention to a TPC administrative modification that was approved by the 
TPC to include 5 JOBS BILL projects in the TIP. The 5 projects were submitted to INDOT 
Crawfordsville District and are now sitting at INDOT in the contracting queue.  Assuming the 
MPO gets the assumed funding amount, the vast majority of JOBS BILL funding is now 
obligated, with a balance of $408,234 left to further obligate.  Given this fact, Ron said the 
Town of West Terre Haute has expressed a desire to advance 4 projects with the remaining 
funding.  A final decision will be forthcoming on March 1st as to whether they will have the 
match to move forward.  The City of Terre Haute will pursue a project on Ohio Blvd., he said, 
if West Terre Haute cannot follow through.  A copy of the Resolution Number 030209-01 and 
Administrative Modification Report is included as Attachment 3 to these minutes. 

General discussion ensued further about possible additional projects that might be advanced 
and Ron also mentioned a statewide central office initiative to upgrade all traffic signs in the 
state to MUTC standards.  He said the proposal would provide 100% funding through INDOT 
and added that he would follow up on this at the MPO Council meeting.   

Ron also commented that Pat Macke has been working with Brad Miller to identify possible 
transit projects, since the JOBS BILL is anticipated to provide transit funding as well.  (Status: 
Open – MPO) 

b.   Ron Hinsenkamp directed attention to the update on the Multijurisdictional Trails and 
Greenways Plan that is included as Attachment 4 to these minutes.  A joint meeting of the 
two committees that were formed to help develop this plan will be held at 7:00 PM on March 
18th at the Girl Scout Council Office.  (Status: Open – MPO) 

 
c.   Pointing out the Vigo Traffic Analysis Zones maps for both 2025 and 2035 on the wall, Ron 

reported that INDOT had updated statewide Traffic Analysis Zones (TAZs), based on 
employment, population, and other projections.  With fewer TAZs on INDOT's maps than 
those currently shown on our model, INDOT is primarily looking at the state and federal 
network and not the local.  There is no reason for concern however, he said, since everything 
will be updated in the Vigo County model when the Census is released. (Status: Open – 
MPO) 

 



d.   Summarizing the CMAQ Project Call for the Terre Haute/Vigo County Metropolitan Planning 
Area (MPA), Ron noted projected funding is estimated to be $2,558,657, with $284,295 to be 
retained for possible change orders and contingencies.  Funding ratios are assumed for now 
to be 80% federal and 20% local match.  Deadline for obligation of funds is June 30, 2013.  A 
copy of the CMAQ Project Call is included as Attachment 5 to these minutes.  (Status: Open 
– MPO) 
 

e.   Ron updated the committee on the Highway Safety Improvement Program (HSIP), 
emphasizing projects must be developed based on the number of accidents.  A Road Safety 
Audit (RSA) will also be required, for which a trained RSA team will need to be employed, he 
said.  Noting that all 3 highway planners have already been trained and certified and are 
prepared to begin doing RSAs, he added that a representative of the Terre Haute Police 
Department and the Terre Haute City Engineering Office will also be trained as RSA team 
members.  The outcome of the RSA is a determination of what countermeasures should be 
taken to improve safety at an RSA location. When the weather breaks, RSAs will begin in the 
top ten accident areas, beginning with 7th Street and Davis Ave., Ron said.  A copy of the 
Vigo County Top 10 Traffic Accident Locations is included as Attachment 6 to these minutes.   

 
The MPO will also compile a list of top ten accident locations on state routes within  
the MPA, but Ron noted MPO Safety projects outside the urbanized area or on state  
roads must be applied for through the district.   
 
Larry Heil reminded committee members that safety projects may be eligible for both 
CMAQ and HSIP funding, since high accident locations tend also to be high congestion 
areas.  Asked if railroad crossing grade separation projects or crossing elimination 
projects would be eligible projects for CMAQ, he confirmed they would.  Ron cautioned it 
would be better to wait until the railroad relocation and improvement plan is completed before 
attempting to advance a grade separation or elimination project within the urbanized area.  
He noted that this would be feasible for areas outside the urbanized area however, and 
encouraged the county to pursue a project at SR 641 and McDaniel Rd., where they would 
like to see a crossing eliminated.  (Status: Open – MPO) 
 

 f.   Ron announced the UPWP is now under development and asked committee members to 
provide suggestions for any corridor studies or planning studies they would like to see funded 
with discretionary money to be submitted to the MPO by the middle of March for possible 
inclusion in the UPWP.  (Status: Open – MPO)  

 
g.   The committee reviewed the INDOT Project Letting List.  Mark Albers informed committee 

members that Des #s 0400539 and 0400540 would be absorbed by Des # 0400513 as one 
project.  A copy of the INDOT Project Letting List is included as Attachment 7 to these 
minutes.  (Status: Closed)   

 
h.   Committee members voted unanimously to retain all current officers for the 2010 calendar 

year.  (Status: Closed) 
 

8. Invitation to Interested Parties: The chair opened the floor to other interested parties wishing to 
be heard on items not included in the agenda. No one present availed him or herself of this 
opportunity to be heard. 

9. Adjournment:  There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at approximately 
11:05. The next regularly scheduled meeting of the TTC will be on April 27, 2010 at 10:00 AM.

Multijurisdictional Trails & Greenways Plan Update  
 

Consultant:  Burgess & Niple 
 
Contract Period: October 16, 2009 to June 30, 2010 
 
Scope of Work: 
 

This planning effort is focused on study, analysis and creation of a comprehensive, conceptual 
system-level plan that defines and illustrates the development and improvement of new and existing 
greenways and trails, and associated amenities, within the Terre Haute-Vigo County MPA 
(hereinafter referred to as the “MPA”), which includes the City of Terre Haute, Town of West Terre 
Haute, Town of Seelyville, Town of Riley and all of Vigo County.  Once fully implemented, this multi-
jurisdictional system of trails and greenways should increase, enhance and/or support the multi-
modal transportation network and opportunities for economic development; recreation, health and 
fitness; environmental conservation; historic and cultural preservation; and education throughout the 
MPA.   The City of Terre Haute’s existing trails and greenways plan and system, which generally 
does not extend beyond the city limits, will serve as the foundation for development of this new 
integrated network.
